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The Meaning beyond Al- sharafat (Sky brides)

This research represents an introduction to an attempt to understand and interpret the philosophical
ideas, expressions, and symbolic meanings that emerged behind an element of the architecture of Islamic
culture, which is Al- sharafat (Sky brides), while tracing the roots of these ideas in previous eras, as
these ideas did not stem from a vacuum, but were inherited through different generations of intellectuals
and the same place, and then tested These philosophical ideas, symbolic expressions and meanings in
the contemporary Egyptian reality, through a set of research examples, then expressing opinion and
participation through thought through the questionnaire in which a group of architects and students
studying in the field of architecture and users participated in order to reach the extent of understanding
and credibility of these ideas. In order to achieve the previous goal, the orientation was to study
philosophy, expression, and symbolism, as well as the inheritance of symbolic thought through historical
periods, and then exposure to some ideas and meanings that affected the architect’s product and thought,
such as Islamic thought, which derives its source from the Noble Qur’an and the honorable Sunnah of
the Prophet, which aims to establish a life that requires absolute monotheism and pure servitude. Then
the emergence of Islamic intellectual schools and sects and their impact on architectural thought, which
led to the emergence of philosophical and symbolic ideas and hidden meanings calling for turning to
God, through the multiple formations that appeared with the element of balconies {the brides of the
sky}, as they contained many symbolic ideas and meanings Where it was mentioned by some
philosophers, writers and intellectuals, and it was put forward to express an opinion, and from this
standpoint, this research was an invitation to understand through the mind of society in general and the
Muslim architect in particular to reach a better world that calls for understanding and contemplation in
the universe through the mind to reach a decent life Please God and pray to him.
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
